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1.0 INTRODUCTION

This report sets out the findings of the Sustainability Appraisal (SA) of the Redcar and Cleveland Sustainable Community Strategy prepared by the Local
Strategic Partnership (LSP)

The Sustainable Community Strategy will replace the 2004 Redcar and Cleveland Community Strategy.

1.1 Redcar and Cleveland LSP

Redcar and Cleveland’s LSP (known as the Redcar and Cleveland Partnership) was established in 1998. The main function of the LSP is to bring together
public sector agencies (such as local authority, police, health trust) and other stakeholders (voluntary and community groups, business and local people) to:

‘set out the vision of the area and coordinate and drive the delivery of local services leading to imp roved outcomes that go beyond the remit of
one partner, promoting and guiding the social, econ omic and environmental enhancement of the Borough'.

The Partnership’s current shared vision for the Borough is:

‘To make Redcar and Cleveland an attractive place t o live, visit, work and invest’

1.2 Sustainable Community Strategy

The Redcar and Cleveland Sustainable Community Strategy will create a long-term sustainable vision in Redcar and Cleveland and set out the agenda for
local area priorities.

The Sustainable Community Strategy is an integrated service delivery strategy for the Borough of Redcar and Cleveland, which aims to:

‘enhance the quality of life for local communities and contribute to the achievement of sustainable de velopment in the UK through action to
improve the long term economic, social and environm ental well-being of the area and its inhabitants’.

The Sustainable Community Strategy has been split into five themed areas. These are aligned with the shared priorities developed between central and local
Government, and the five theme blocks of the LSP:

Children and Young People

Healthier Communities and Older People
Safer Communities

Stronger Communities

Sustainable Communities
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The Sustainable Community Strategy includes a delivery plan setting out the key tasks to be achieved to meet the objectives set for improvement. Within
each of the five themed areas a number of outcomes, under which priority objectives have been developed, to deliver the themed areas. The priority
objectives within the outcomes (listed below) are presented in Appendix A:

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2 SUSTAINABILITY APPRAISAL (SA)

The purpose of SA is to promote sustainable development. It does this by ensuring social, economic and environmental considerations are taken into
account within plans and programmes. The appraisal is an essential part of the plan development process, as it aims to minimise adverse effects and
resolve, as far as possible, any conflicts that the plan or programme may have on sustainable development.

Although there is no legal requirement for the Sustainable Community Strategy to be subject to a formal SA, a SA has been carried out as good practice and
to ensure that the Sustainable Community Strategy is in line with other documents prepared by the Council in terms of sustainability. The SA of the
Sustainable Community Strategy takes into account the requirements of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 and the requirements of the
Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) Regulations 2004. The SA also uses the SA’s undertaken for the Core Strategy, Development Policies
Development Plan Document (DPD) and the Communities DPD prepared as part of the Redcar and Cleveland Local Development Framework (LDF).

The SA of the Sustainable Communities Strategy also incorporates the requirements for Equalities Impact Assessment, Health Impact Assessment and Rural
Proofing, under the relevant sustainability objectives.

2.1 The SA Process

This SA has been carried out in accordance with the information provided in the following documents:

Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004

Environmental Assessment of Plans and Programmes Regulation 2004 (SEA Regulations)

A Practical Guide to Strategic Environmental Assessment Directive (ODPM, 2005)

Sustainable Appraisal of Regional Spatial Strategies (RSSs) and Local Development Documents (LDDs) (ODPM, 2005)

The former Office of the Deputy Prime Minister (ODPM) Guidance ‘Sustainability Appraisal of RSSs and LDDs outlines a process for SA which incorporates
the requirements of the SEA Directive. This process is broken down into five stages:

Stages A to E of the process include the following:

Stage A: Setting the context and objectives, establishing the baseline and deciding on the scope.
Stage B: Developing and refining option and assessing effects

Stage C: Preparing the SA report

Stage D: Consulting on the draft Sustainable Community Strategy and SA report

Stage E: Monitoring the significant effects of implementing the Sustainable Community Strategy.

The SA of the Redcar and Cleveland Sustainable Community Strategy has followed the above process, however due to there being no legal requirement for
the Sustainable Community Strategy to be subject to a formal SA a modified approach to the SA has been adopted.
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3.0 SCOPING

A scoping report would usually be prepared in accordance with Stage A of the SA process. However, as noted above the Sustainable Community Strategy
does not require a formal SA therefore a scoping letter was issued to statutory consultees (Environment Agency, Natural England and English Heritage) on
the 27" November 2007 which satisfied the requirements of Stage A of the process.

A scoping consultation reply was received by the Environment Agency in the 21* December 2007. The letter stated that ‘The Environment Agency have no
objection to the sustainability appraisal as provide’.

3.1 The Plans and Programmes

A comprehensive review of plans and programmes has been completed in previous SA’s undertaken on Redcar and Cleveland Borough Councils LDF
documents. These can be viewed on the Redcar and Cleveland website (http://www.redcar-
cleveland.gov.uk/YrCouncl.nsf/Web+Full+List/7265BE9ED13D3F6580256 F6 A003F1D97?0penDocument). The purpose of reviewing other plans,
programmes and strategies is to ensure that environmental protection and sustainable development objectives have been taken on board in the development
of the Sustainable Community Strategy.

3.2 Objectives

The SA objectives that were used to assess the Sustainable Community Strategy are the same SA objectives which have been used in previous SAs
undertaken by Redcar and Cleveland. The objectives were originally developed from the objectives agreed by the Tees Valley Local Authorities in the
context of the themes set out in the Integrated Regional Framework.

In order to tailor these objectives to the scope of the Sustainable Community Strategy a set of criteria relating to each objective has been developed. The
criteria enabled a clear process for the assessment of the Sustainable Community Strategy. Table 1 below lists the SA objectives along with the decision
making criteria.

3.3 Baseline and Key Issues

As part of developing the Sustainable Community Strategy a baseline of Redcar and Clevelands current performance was produced using the Redcar and
Cleveland Borough Area Profiles (http://www.redcar-
cleveland.gov.uk/YrCouncl.nsf/Web+Full+List/6E71CEE43B27C98280257313004E8580?0OpenDocument). The area profiles were analysed to determine
the Boroughs performance and current local conditions, as well as the predicting the likely future situation if no action was taken. From this analysis the
Sustainable Community Strategy outcomes and priority objectives were determined.

The Borough Area Profiles were used to determine the key sustainability issues which the Sustainable Community Strategy will address and which fall under
the five themed areas listed above. The Area Profiles were also used as the baseline situation for this SA.
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To monitor the implementation of the Sustainable Community Strategy the Borough Area Profiles will be reviewed annually.

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4.0 ASSESSMENT METHOD

The objectives and decision making criteria displayed in Table 1 form the SA framework which provides the structure against which the effects of the
Sustainable Community Strategy in terms of sustainability can be described, analysed and compared. Due to the nature of the Sustainable Community
Strategy a simple approach was developed to assess the Strategy. This is because the Strategy has no spatial element and is concentrating on improving
the social characteristic of the Borough, focusing on ‘people and community’ rather than development. The simple assessment entailed predicting the likely
effects between the SA objectives and the Sustainable Community Strategy priority objectives, using the decision making criteria. Direction of change of an
effect was measured as follows:

Beneficial
Adverse

The Sustainable Community Strategy main outcomes and priority objectives were assessed during a workshop, which was held on the 22" November 2007
with a number of representatives from the LSP. A summary of the results from this workshop are presented in Table 2 and the full SA results for each priority
objective are presented in Appendix A. A discussion of the results is presented in Section 5.

Measures to reduce prevent or minimise any adverse effects or to enhance positive effects were recommended and are discussed in Section 6.

5.0 SUMMARY OF SA RESULTS

The Sustainable Community Strategy is divided into five themed areas, which are further divided into outcomes containing priority objectives. A summary of
the SA results for each outcome are presented in Table 2. The full SA results for each priority objective can be found in Appendix A.

It was not expected that the Sustainable Community Strategy would have effects on all the SA objectives due to the Sustainable Community Strategy not
being a spatial plan. The Sustainable Community Strategy is a ‘people and community’ focused plan rather than a development focused plan.

The following is a summary of the results of the SA. These are discussed in relation to each of the five themed areas.

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51 Children and Young People
5.1.1 Outcomes

The children and young people theme concentrates on providing the following outcomes: be healthy, stay safe, enjoy and achieve, make a positive
contribution and achieve economic wellbeing. These outcomes aim to improve the health of young people and tackle the issues specifically relating to young
peoples health, improve children’s safety by managing the risks that pose harm to children and young people, increase educational achievement, encourage
young peoples’ participation in activities and safeguard their environments.

5.1.2 SAResults

The SA concluded that the priority objectives developed under these outcomes would have positive effects on the social and economic SA objectives,
particularly social inclusion (10), housing (11), education (12), safe communities (13) and accessibility (15). This is because the theme is connected with the
promotion of social well-being for children and young people, and increasing achievement and employment opportunities with in this age group. There are
also positive effects between the outcomes and the SA objectives relating to provision of landscape and townscape (2), healthier lifestyles (14) and access to
employment (17).

5.1.2.1 Be Healthy

The SA concluded that the priority objectives developed under this outcome would have positive effects on twelve of the SA objectives including the SA
objectives regarding social inclusion (10), housing (11), education (12), safe communities (13) and accessibility (15). This is due to the outcome containing
priority objectives which promote inclusion for all, provide learning, awareness and emphasis of improving skills, aim to reduce anti-social behaviour and the
problems which may lead to anti-social behaviour, such as drugs and alcohol abuse and improve access to facilities for example National Health Service
dentists. The outcome also will have positive effects on the priority objectives of access to employment (17) and economic growth (19) by providing training
and improved skills to young people to prepare them for employment and the ability to gain employment.

5.1.2.2 Stay Safe

The SA concluded that the priority objectives under the stay safe outcome would have positive effects on seven of the SA objectives particularly the SA
objectives for social inclusion (10), safe communities (13), accessibilities (15) and sustainable, high quality design (16). The priority objectives under this
outcome will have these positive effects as the priority objectives promote the reduction in road accidents, reduce bullying and support young victims of
domestic violence, leading to victims feeling included in the community and feeling safer.
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5.1.2.3 Enjoy and Achieve

The priority objectives under the enjoy and achieve outcome have been found to have positive effects on eight of the SA objectives including the SA
objectives on landscape and townscape (2) due to the potential for playgrounds, parks and open spaces to be developed and improved, the SA objective
concerning social inclusion (10) as the priority objectives will include all children, giving all an opportunity to learn and play, the SA objective concerning
education (12) as the objectives aim to improve child attainment and SA objective regarding economic growth (19) as the objectives will improve child
attainment and enhance aspirations which will open up employment opportunities.

5.1.2.4 Make a Positive Contribution

The SA of the outcome to make a positive contribution will have positive effects on five of the SA objectives particularly the SA objectives relating to social
inclusion (10) as they will increase the involvement of children and increase young people participation and safer communities (13) by reducing the number of
young people entering the criminal justice system.

5.1.2.5 Achieve Economic Wellbeing

The priority objectives under achieve economic wellbeing will have positive effects on ten of the SA objectives particularly the social and economic SA
objectives. Positive effects include social inclusion (10) as the priority objectives aim to include children and young people in the community, school and
employment, housing (11) by supporting homeless young people and ensuring all children and young people live in decent homes and economic growth (19)
by increasing the number of young people and their families who are economically active.

5.2 Healthier Communities and Older People
5.2.1  Outcomes

The healthier communities and older people themes outcomes are: healthier and longer life for all and improving quality of life for vulnerable people. The
priority objectives with in the theme focus on improving health, tackling specific health issues, providing the necessary services to allow independent living for
vulnerable people and providing support for carers.

5.2.2 SA Results

The SA identified that the priority objectives contained within the healthier communities and older people theme would have positive effects on the SA
objectives relating to social inclusion (10), housing (11), healthier lifestyles (14) and accessibility (15).

As this theme focused upon health no effects were identified between the themes priority objectives and the SA objectives associated with the environment,
education or the economy.
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5.2.2.1 Healthier and Longer Life for All

The priority objectives under the healthier and longer life for all outcome aim to reduce smoking, promote healthier lifestyles by working in partnership to
increase physical activity and tackle obesity, safeguard emotional well being by promoting economic well being of people with mental health problems, and
reducing discrimination. Therefore the priority objectives will have positive effects on the following SA objectives social inclusion (10), healthier lifestyles (14),
accessibility (15) and access to employment (17).

5.2.2.2 Improved Quality of Life for Vulnerable People

The priority objectives under the improved quality of life for vulnerable people outcome will help vulnerable adults to live independently by developing a range
of accommodation options ensuring accessibility and designing housing to meet vulnerable adult’'s needs, supporting carers and ensuring vulnerable people
are treated with dignity. Therefore the priority objectives will have positive effects on the following SA objectives social inclusion (10), housing (11),
accessibility (15) and sustainable, high quality design (16).

53 Safer Communities
5.3.1 Outcomes

The safer communities theme includes the outcomes a safer community, and reduced harm caused by alcohol and drugs. The outcomes aim to create a safe
Borough by combating the issues of crime, fear of crime, road safety, alcohol and drugs.

5.3.2 SA Results

No effects between the environmental SA objectives and the safer communities priority objectives were identified in the SA. However, both the outcomes
were concluded to have positive effects on the SA objectives for social inclusion (10), safer community (13), healthier lifestyles (14) and accessibility (15).
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5.3.2.1 A Safer Community

The priority objectives under the safer community outcome will have positive effects on the SA objective concerning social inclusion (10) by including the
community in neighbourhood policing, providing information, increasing community confidence and reducing fear of crime and reducing road severance. The
priority objectives will also have positive effects on the safer communities SA objective (13) by reducing violent and sexual offences, tackling crime, disorder
and antisocial behaviour and reducing the communities fear of crime and the SA objective associated with sustainable, high quality design (16) as the priority
objectives will focus on designing out crime.

5.3.2.2 Reduced Harm Caused by Alcohol and Drugs

The priority objectives under the reduced harm caused by alcohol and drugs outcome will have positive effects on the SA objective concerning social
inclusion by enabling drug users to become socially included, safer communities SA objective (13) by reducing the supply of illegal drugs, reducing the harm
that drugs causes to the community and reducing substance misuse which will also reduce associated crime, healthier lifestyles (14) by reducing drug and
substance misuse and therefore the associated illnesses and the SA objectives for accessibility (15 and economic growth (19) buy enabling drug users to
gain access to training, employment and education.

5.4 Stronger Communities
5.4.1 Outcomes

The stronger communities themes outcome was to achieve more cohesive, empowered and active communities. The outcomes aim was to empower the
local community to create more cohesive communities.

5.4.2 SA Results

No effects between the environmental SA objectives and the stronger communities priority objectives were identified in the SA. However, the outcome was
concluded to have positive effects on the SA objectives for social inclusion (10), educational facilities (12), and safer communities (13).

5.4.2.1 More Cohesive, Empowered and Active Communities

The empowered and active communities outcome will have positive effects on the following SA objectives social inclusion (10), educational facilities (12), and
safer communities (13). This is because the priority objectives will empower local people to influence local decisions, develop community partnerships and
promote social inclusion particularly in disadvantaged communities, strengthen the skills and abilities of local people and community groups and work towards
eliminating hate crime.

5.5 Sustainable Communities
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5.5.1 Outcomes

The sustainable communities theme sets out priority objectives under the following outcomes: economic prosperity and regeneration of communities,
particularly those at most disadvantage, a high quality and sustainable living environment, and high quality housing that meets the needs and aspirations of
the Borough and its communities.

5.5.2 SA Results

The priority objectives within this theme cover all aspects of sustainability. The theme aims to encourage economic growth through improving access to
employment, improving skill levels within the Borough and regeneration; Improve the Boroughs environment by reducing pollution levels, encouraging
sustainable technigues and protecting the Boroughs existing assets; and to provide housing that meets everyone’s aspirations by ensuring a high quality
housing balance is provided.

As the sustainable communities theme supports all aspects of sustainable development, the SA concluded that in general the theme would have positive
effects on the SA objectives.

However the theme did have some negative effects of the SA objectives 1, (biodiversity), 2 (landscape and townscape) and 4 (air quality). These adverse
effects on the SA objectives 1 and 4 come under the sustainable communities’ outcome, economic prosperity and regeneration of communities. The
regeneration of the borough is likely to involve redevelopment of Brownfield sites which has the potential to impact on SA objective 1 by disturbing a number
of habitats associated with protected species. The regeneration of the Borough also has the potential to have adverse impacts on air quality (SA objective 4)
due to the increased amount of traffic that would be generated through the redevelopment.

The sustainable communities’ outcome, high quality housing that meets the needs and aspirations of the communities, has the potential to have an adverse
impact on the landscape (SA objective 2) through the development of new housing on Greenfield sites.

5.5.2.1 Economic Prosperity and Regeneration of Communities, Particularly those at Most Disadvantage

The economic prosperity and regeneration of communities’ outcome will have positive effects on eleven of the SA objectives. As expected the outcome will
have positive effects on the SA objectives concerning previously developed land (9) as regeneration is concerned with the renewal or improvement of an
existing developed area, social inclusion (10) as the priority objectives promote social inclusion for disadvantaged groups, access to employment (17) as the
regeneration will include links to employment including cycle and footpaths, economic growth (19) due to supporting sustainable business growth and
delivering employment projects and viability of town and district centres (20). The outcome will also have positive effects on the landscape and townscape
(2) SA objective as the priority objectives relating to regeneration will improve the image of the area and improve the public realm.

The economic prosperity and regeneration of communities’ outcome will have negative effects on three of the SA objectives. These are the SA objectives
associated with biodiversity (1), air quality (4) and climate change (6) this is due the priority objectives associates with development and regeneration
potentially destroying areas of biodiversity interest or wildlife links and leading to an increase in private vehicles on the road.
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A High Quality and Sustainable Living Environment

The outcome for a high quality and sustainable living environment supports all aspects of sustainable development therefore the SA concluded that the
outcome would have positive effects on all of the SA objectives (1-20). Particularly the priority objective ‘To ensure development in the Borough supports the
principles of Sustainable development’ which will have positive effect on all the SA objectives (1-20). Positive aspects of the priority objectives include
conserving and enhancing biodiversity and using the countryside responsibly which will have positive effects on the biodiversity SA objective (1), developing
climate change action plan, promoting eco homes and carbon neutral schemes will have positive effects on the climate change SA objective (6), minimising
waste and maximising recycling and providing recycling facilities will have positive effects on the waste SA objective (8), improving access to and quality of
public transport and ensuring accessibility to good quality shops, services and facilities will have positive effects on the accessibility SA objective (15) and
promoting sustainable urban drainage, managing of water and energy consumption and ensuring developments incorporate sustainable techniques will have
positive effects on the sustainable, high quality design (16) SA objective.

Negative effects of the priority objectives under the high quality and sustainable living environment outcome were concluded for the SA objectives associated
with biodiversity (1), landscape and townscape (2), cultural heritage (3), air quality (4) and climate change (6) this is due the priority objectives associated with
developing new retail, leisure and commercial uses into town and district centres, new residential developments which have the potential to destroy areas of
biodiversity interest and may lead to an increase in private vehicles on the road and congestion in town and district centres.

5.5.2.2 High Quality Housing that Meets the Needs and Aspirations of the Borough and its Communities

The outcome high quality housing was found to have positive effects on the SA objectives for landscape and townscape (2) as the outcome will support
housing renewal and regeneration improving the image of the townscape and reducing the amount of neglected land, the climate change SA objective (6) as
the outcome will support energy efficient targets and support energy efficient projects, previously developed land (9) as the priority objectives will prioritise
housing on previously developed land, housing (11) as the priority objectives will provide decent, healthy, sustainable and safe homes for all and sustainable,
high quality design (16) ensuring high quality and sustainable design in housing developments.

Negative effects of the priority objectives under the high quality housing outcome were concluded for the SA objectives associated with biodiversity (1),
landscape and townscape (2), air quality (4) and climate change (6) this is due the priority objectives being associates with developing new residential
developments and therefore having the potential to destroying areas of biodiversity interest or wildlife links, urban spread into countryside and leading to an
increase traffic associated with any new development.

6.2 Enhancements

projects which would be used to implement the priority objectives. These are presented in Table 4.

The SA of the Sustainable Community Strategy concluded that there would be positive effects experienced on all SA objectives by at least one priority
objective. The Sustainable Community Strategy had particularly strong positive effects on the social SA objectives.

It was not expected that the Sustainable Community Strategy would have strong positive effects on all the SA objectives due to the Sustainable Community
Strategy being a ‘people and community’ focused plan rather than a development focused plan.

The SA did however conclude that priority objectives associated with new development in the Borough would have negative effects of the SA objectives
associated with biodiversity (1), landscape and townscape (2) and air quality (4), mitigation measures to reduce, prevent or minimise these effects were
proposed for inclusion in the Sustainable Community Strategy

9.0 SUMMARY
9.1 Introduction

This report sets out the findings of the Sustainability Appraisal (SA) of the Redcar and Cleveland Sustainable Community Strategy prepared by the Local
Strategic Partnership (LSP).

The purpose of SA is to promote sustainable development. It does this by ensuring social, economic and environmental considerations are taken into
account within plans and programmes. Although there is no legal requirement for the Sustainable Community Strategy to be subject to a formal SA, a SA has
been carried out as good practice and to ensure that the Sustainable Community Strategy is in line with other documents prepared by the Council in terms of
sustainability.

The Sustainable Community Strategy will create a long-term sustainable vision for Redcar and Cleveland and set out the agenda for delivering on local
priorities. The strategy includes a delivery plan setting out the key outcomes for improvement under the five priority themes, the priority objectives to meet
these outcomes and identifies a series of key tasks to be delivered to achieve the priority objectives. The five key themes are listed below:
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Children and Young People

Healthier Communities and Older People
Safer Communities

Stronger Communities

Sustainable Communities

9.2 SA Assessment
The SA objectives which have been used in previous SAs undertaken by Redcar and Cleveland were used to assess the Sustainable Community Strategy.

The objectives provide a structure against which the effects of the Sustainable Community Strategy in terms of sustainability can be described, analysed and
compared. Due to the nature of the Sustainable Community Strategy a simple approach was developed to assess the Strategy, entailed predicting the likely
effects between the SA objectives and the Sustainable Community Strategy priority objectives, and indicating the direction of change of an effect, either
positive () or negative ( ).

The Sustainable Community Strategy main outcomes and priority objectives were assessed during a workshop was held on the 22" November 2007 with a
number of representatives from the LSP.

9.3 Summary of SA Results

It was not expected that the Sustainable Community Strategy would have strong positive effects on all the SA objectives due to the Sustainable Community
Strategy being ‘people and community’ focused plan rather than development focused. Therefore the Sustainable Community Strategy has particularly strong
positive effects on the social SA objects.

9.3.1 Children and Young People

The children and young people theme concentrates on providing the following outcomes be healthy, stay safe, enjoy and achieve, make a positive
contribution and achieve economic wellbeing. These outcomes aim to improve the health of young people and tackles the issues specifically relating to
young peoples health, improve children’s safety by managing the risks the pose harm to children and young people, increase education achievement,
encourage young peoples participation in activates and safeguard their environments.

The SA concluded that the priority objectives developed under these outcomes would have positive effects on the social and economic SA objectives,
particularly social inclusion (10), housing (11), education (12), safe communities (13) and accessibility (15). This is because the theme is connected with the
promotion of social well-being for children and young people, and increasing achievement and employment opportunities with in this age group. There are
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also positive effects between the outcomes and the SA objectives relating to provision of landscape and townscape (2), healthier lifestyles (14) and access to
employment (17).

9.3.2 Healthier Communities and Older People

The healthier communities and older people themes outcomes are healthier and longer life for all and improving quality of life for vulnerable people. The
priority objectives with in the theme focus on improving health, tackling specific health issues, providing the necessary services to allow independent living for
vulnerably people and providing support for carers.

The SA identified that the priority objectives contained within the healthier communities and older people theme would have positive effects on the SA
objectives relating to social inclusion (10), housing (11), healthier lifestyles (14) and accessibility (15).

As this theme focused upon health no effects were identified between the themes priority objectives and the SA objectives associated with the environment,
education or the economy.

9.3.3 Safer Communities

The Safer Communities theme includes the outcomes a safer community, and reduced harm caused by alcohol and drugs. The outcomes aim to create a
safe Borough by combating the issues of crime, fear of crime, road safety, alcohol and drugs.

No effects between the environmental SA objectives and the safer communities priority objectives were identified in the SA. However, both the outcomes
were concluded to have positive effects on the SA objectives for social inclusion (10), safer community (13), healthier lifestyles (14) and accessibility (15).

9.3.4  Stronger Communities

The stronger communities themes outcome was to more cohesive, empowered and active communities. The outcomes aim was to empower the local
community to create more cohesive communities.

No effects between the environmental SA objectives and the stronger communities priority objectives were identified in the SA. However, the outcome was
concluded to have positive effects on the SA objectives for social inclusion (10), educational facilities (12), and safer communities (13).

9.3.5 Sustainable Communities

The sustainable communities theme sets out priority objectives under the following outcomes economic prosperity and regeneration of communities,
particularly those at most disadvantage, a high quality and sustainable living environment and high quality housing that meets the needs and aspirations of
the Borough and its communities.
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The priority objectives within this theme cover all aspects of sustainability. The theme aims to encourage economic growth through improving access to
employment, improving skill levels within the Borough and regeneration; Improve the Boroughs environment by reducing pollution levels, encouraging
sustainable techniques and protecting the Boroughs existing assets; and to provide housing that meets everyone aspirations by ensuring a high quality
housing balance is provided.

As the sustainable communities theme supports all aspects of sustainable development, the SA concluded that the theme would have positive effects on all of
the SA objectives.

However the theme did have negative effects of the SA objectives associated with biodiversity (1), landscape and townscape (1), air quality (4) and climate
change (6). These effects were principle associated with new development in the Borough.

9.4 MITIGATION AND ENHANCEMENT MEASURES

The SA of the Sustainable Community Strategy identified a number of negative effects between the priority objectives and the SA objectives. Measures to
mitigate these negative effects included ecological, air quality and landscape surveys associated with regeneration of Brownfield sites and new housing
developments.

During the workshop held on the 22" November 2007 a number of enhancement measures were identified to improve or strengthen the priority objectives
performance against the SA objectives. The enhancement measures included the addition of providing safe houses to the key tasks/projects to achieve the
tackle domestic violence objective, the provision new/improve educational facilities which will form part of regeneration strengthen the regeneration priority
objectives and the inclusion of development/ improvement of the cycle and path network, promoting the use of cycleways and footpaths, and improving
access by sustainable transport modes into the key task or projects to achieve the objective to minimise the Borough's impact on climate change and the
impact of climate change on the Borough.

9.5 CONCLUSION

The SA of the Sustainable Community Strategy concluded that there would be positive effects experienced on all SA objectives by at least one priority
objective. The Sustainable Community Strategy had particularly strong positive effects on the social SA objectives.

It was not expected that the Sustainable Community Strategy would have strong positive effects on all the SA objectives due to the Sustainable Community
Strategy being a ‘people and community’ focused plan rather than a development focused plan.

The SA did however conclude that priority objectives associated with new development in the Borough would have negative effects of the SA objectives
associated with biodiversity (1), landscape and townscape (2) and air quality (4), and mitigation measures to reduce, prevent or minimise these effects were
proposed for inclusion in the Sustainable Community Strategy.
